	Formed to resolve imbalance of  enrolled age group 
Goal to cover grade specific curriculum in the year

Some schools place lower academic older group with higher academic younger group

Students may be placed in single grade following year after ‘turn’ in split class. 

Whole class may move together to new teacher; younger age group continues to be the ‘young-ers’
Segregated grades maintained in seating, grouping and curriculum delivery, despite individual achievement level
Students kept busy, quiet and seated with specific work while teacher works with other graded group

Students tested on grade level curriculum  

Teacher controls most of the delivery of curriculum to specific graded groups

Teacher evaluates student work in relation to grade level near end of each term

Competitive atmosphere. Guarded interaction between different age groups
	Intentionally formed to bring together students with differences in age and ability 
Goal to develop independent self-motivated students
The ideal group comprises of a balance of age and ability 

Students transition from younger to older students within the class, staying with the same teacher  for more than one year

Older students have more opportunity for leadership

Students given work at their instructional level to ensure success with a reasonable challenge. 

Students work in a variety of flexible groups with a variety of classmates

Students given freedom to move about classroom, choice of independent projects

Students learn time management and responsibility

Students learn to reflect on progress, keep records and develop a portfolio

Teacher as a facilitator orchestrates independent & group work. Encourages student initiated projects linked to integrated class topics
Teacher monitors student progress daily along developmental continuum. Uses information to inform instruction and grouping
Nurturing atmosphere promotes cooperation, empathy for others, positive self esteem 

Discipline challenges are diminished
